Submission consists of three files: 

(1) The Research Proposal file (pdf format)

(2) The Resume file (doc format)

(3) Author Identity form file (.doc format).
(1) Research proposal

· The research proposal should be written in Bahasa Indonesia with total number of words between 2000 and 3000. 
· The research proposal should include abstract, introduction, research questions & objective, research method, limitation, benefit, expected results, references, tables, figures, equations, and other necessary points.
· Please make sure that author’s name is not included in the document/file properties.
· The proposal is formatted on A4 paper with 25mm margins in all sides. Font is Arial, 11 point, 1 spacing. 
· Title written start from line 1, using bold type, centered, font size 14 point.
· Title, abstract, keywords, biographical notes, figure:
· Title
: similar with title of applicant’s Tugas Akhir / Skripsi (in Bahasa Indonesia).
· Abstract
: approximately 100 words, maximum 150 (in Bahasa Indonesia).
· Keywords: approximately 10-15 words or phrases (in Bahasa Indonesia).
· Figure
: all illustrations either diagram or photographs are referred 


  to as figures. They should be black and white, not color, and 


  numbered sequentially. List the source of figures
· Proposal will be reviewed based on the following parameters: innovative idea, clear framework, rigorous methodology, and benefit of the research output.
· References and notes:
· The references to be used is the Harvard (name and date) short references system for citation in the text  with a detailed alphabetical list at the end of the proposal. For example ‘Topan (2009) suggests…’ or ‘Isa and Syaiful (2009) found that ….’ Or ‘ A study of innovation management (Yudi and Surya, 2008) has shown that ….’
· Footnotes should be avoided.

· References should be made only to works that are published, accepted for publication (not merely submitted), or available through libraries or institutions. Any other sources should be qualified by a note regarding availability.

· Full references should include all authors’ names and initials, date of publication, title of paper, title of publication (italics), volume and issue number (of a journal), publisher and form (books, conference, proceedings), page numbers.

(2) The Resume file
· The Resume is a summary of the research proposal describing its critical points including title, author name, department, faculty, and university, abstract, and main content. 
· The resume should be written in English between 400 and 800 words.

· The resume is formatted on A4-size, 25mm margins in all sides, Arial font, 11 point and 1 spacing, except for the title.

· Title written start from line 1, using bold type, centered, font size 14 point, with the following order: 
· Title

· Name

· Department

· Faculty

· University

· Abstract

· Content (no restricted format).
· Title, abstract, keywords, biographical notes, figure
· Title
: Similar with title for your Tugas Akhir/Skripsi (In English).
· Abstract
: approximately 100 words, maximum 150 (in English).
· Keywords: approximately 10-15 words or phrases (in English).
· Figure
: all illustrations either diagram or photographs are referred 


  to as figures. They should be black and white, not colorful, and 


  numbered sequentially. 

References

References to other publications must be in Harvard Style. Please see below for further details.

Citation in text

1. References should be cited in the text as in the following examples:

· Single author: (Bahar, 2006)

· Two authors: (Amin and Wisnu, 2009)
· Three authors: (Yudi, Surya, and Nopriadi, 1999)
· Four or more authors: (Farid et al., 2000). In Bahasa Indonesia: (Farid, dkk. 2000)
· Authors names as part of sentence: Santi and Asep (2010) states …..

2. Group of references should be listed first alphabetically and then chronologically, e.g. (Teddy and Lyta, 2009, 2011; Bayu and Pandji, 2001; Syailendra and Erka, 2005).

3. For more than one references from the same author(s) in the same year, references should be identified by the letters ‘a’, ‘b’, ‘c’, etc., e.g. (Asri, 2005a).

4. For quoted material page number is required, e.g. (Laras and Dyta, 2010, p.99).
5. References to personal communication appear in parenthesis, e.g. interview with the TICA-Committee in 2009).

6. Footnotes or endnotes should not be used.

Reference list
1. References should be gathered together at the end of main body of the research proposal.

2. Only references cited in the text should be listed in the references and all references listed must be cited in the text.

3. References are presented in accordance with the journal’ style. Typical examples are shown below.
